The SFM was created in 1995, at the start of a national re-
search program into migration and inter-cultural relations, with
the aim of contributing to a pragmatic discussion on migration
issues. Since then, the institute has carried out more than 200
studies financed by the Swiss National Science Foundation
FNS or mandated by various federal, cantonal, communal, and
private organizations.
